The post holder will have a background in building structures, structural
design in architecture or engineering and they will ideally have experience
in teaching design as a subject to architects and/or engineers.

We are seeking candidates who have a record of, or clear potential for,
high level research commensurate with their career. Candidates will have
the ability or potential to undertake collaborative research and to secure
external research and funding. Candidates will also be expected to
supervise and examine MPhil and PhD postgraduate work.

There will be an expectation that once appointed the post-holder will be
able to contribute meaningfully to studio teaching and engage with design
fellows.

Candidates will hold undergraduate degree in Engineering and a doctoral
degree in architecture, engineering or a related discipline, with FHEA
accreditation and experience of curriculum development as desirable.

Excellent interpersonal and communication skills are required to explain
concepts and complex information to non-experts, develop and encourage
the commitment to learn in others and to present material to a range of
audiences. The Department appreciates that the presentation of these
skills varies from individual to individual and encourages diversity.

It is an exciting time to join the Department as we approach REF 2029.
The research in the Department is carried out under the umbrella of the
Martin Centre and covers innovative themes and projects, with
sustainability and EDI as a common thread. The post holder can define
their own research priorities, and collaborate with colleagues within these
themes.

The purpose of an Assistant Professor is to support and maintain the University’s national and
international reputation for excellence both in teaching and in research.

Teaching

Contribution to teaching will include course development and innovation, lecturing, conducting seminars
and small group teaching, and supervising undergraduate and postgraduate students, as well as setting
and assessing coursework and examinations (including acting formally as an Examiner and occasionally
as Chair of examining bodies).
